We want to give every Club member to be
heard as we make positive changes for 2025! This may lead us to send
out a event schedules and similar messages to Spond members, and to
those who prefer email. We don't want to force anyone to learn a new
app if they prefer email, we just need to know who prefers which format.

With these responses we can start to formulate a strategy to get
more groups meeting up and playing together- in the non-peak times. It's
why we asked the question, what level of player you think you are and
what time would you like to play. Matching up folks with like
kind answers will help the community grow and hopefully level out the
playing times a little better throughout the day.

Most importantly, we got a glimpse into the mind of the anony-
mous responses. We got many above average remarks, and several
"doing a great job". We also got a couple of constructive replies, helping
us know how we can improve the overall play, and experience. The ex-
pectation is to send out the survey via email sometime this soon, so we
can compile and review all findings.
